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Monthly Devotional by Karen Huang – Numbers 11:1-2, 4-11                              
The elderly man carefully chose a pink rucksack covered in cartoon characters for his granddaughter’s 

birthday, smiling with hopeful an;cipa;on. Later, as she opened the gi> in a restaurant with her 
parents, her face fell. “I don’t like this character,” she complained. “And I hate pink!” Despite her 

parents’ promp;ng, she refused to apologise. The hurt in the grandfather’s eyes was unmistakable. 
 

The moment lingered as a reminder of how o>en people respond to God’s gi>s in the same way - 
wan;ng something different and missing the miracle before them.  

God lovingly gives what He knows is best. 
 

The Israelites did this too. God promised, “I will rain down bread from heaven for you” (Exodus 16:4), 
and each day His provision never failed. Yet they complained, “We never see anything but this 

manna!” (Numbers 11:6), resen;ng the very gi> that sustained them. 
 

The grandfather’s expression invites us to consider how our heavenly Father feels when His children 
grumble about His gracious provision. May we learn to recognise His love
